BIRTH ANNIVERSARY OF VALLAMPAATI VENKATASUBBAIAH 

15-03-2026 (SUNDAY) 

The birth anniversary of noted literary critic, Central Sahitya Akademi 
Award recipient, and former lecturer of B.T. College, Vallampati Venkata 
Subbaiah was celebrated with great enthusiasm today at the historic Besant 
Theosophical Government Degree College. 

The event was organized under the leadership of the Abhyudaya 
Rachayitala Sangham (ARASAM), Annamayya District. The meeting was 
presided over by the district president of ARASAM, Pothabolu Reddappa. The 
chief guest for the program was Gollapudi Tirupathi Rao, president of Praja 
Chaitanya Sravanthi. 

Prominent writers including T. S. A. Krishnamurthy, Jonnavitthula 
Sriramachandra Murthy, and Karanam Srinivasulu Reddy attended the program 
and delivered speeches. T. S. A. Krishnamurthy spoke about the life and 
achievements of Vallampati, while Jonnavitthula Sriramachandra Murthy 
discussed Vallampati’s contributions to literary criticism.

To address this gap, his birth anniversary was 
commemorated and his literary services were remembered, said the event 
organizer and ARASAM Annamayya District Secretary Kavita Sri (Dr. Srinivas 
Derang). 

Following the meeting, the Annamayya District unit of the Abhyudaya
